Motorcyclists at the head of a group of riders will face stiffer
penalties for speeding under a crown court ruling.

Being the lead rider in a group is an aggravating factor making you partly
responsible for speeding offences of those behind you according to the decision.
The ruling can be applied in any future cases where two or more motorcyclists
riding together are accused of speeding. The head rider might be only a few mph
over the limit but could be given the same penalty as the worst offender behind.
Road traffic solicitor Robert Dobson said: “Any crown court decision can be stated
in future cases. This is potentially a very dangerous judgement for motorcyclists.
"Riders in a group change position frequently.

“If you are riding at the front any group at excess speed, then the very fact you're
at the front is an aggravating factor.”

Ken Clark, 49, reached 85mph on his Yamaha R1 while leading a group of three
riders on the 60mph A272 near Rogate, Sussex, last June.

The speed is within the usual threshold for a fixed penalty of three points and a
£60 fine.

But Chichester Crown Court ruled he should receive the same penalty as a
following rider accused of going 103mph.

Barrister notes on the ruling given to Clark after the hearing state: ‘Although his
was the lesser speed, [the bench] found it an aggravating feature that he was the
lead motorcyclist, was setting the pace and he knew that the other two
motorcyclists would want to catch him up and would be speeding to do so.’

The court rejected Clark’s appeal against six points, a £100 fine and £250 court
costs.

Clark said: “This should have been three points and a £60 fine but so far it's cost
me £2,500 including solicitors’ bills and | have six points on a licence which has
been clean for the last 24 years.”

Clark’s solicitor, Philip Somarakis, said 103mph was the speed reached by a
police officer on an unmarked bike while tailing Clark's two friends, but the
prosecution accepted it was not possible to prove from video evidence that Clark
himself had exceeded 85mph.

“The gist of the ruling is that to be a lead motorcyclist makes you somehow
responsible for the actions of those behind you,” he added.

Gary Baldwin, former police motorcyclist and co-director of advanced riding school
Rapid Training, said: “It's a dangerous precedent to suggest you are now
responsible for someone who's in control of another vehicle.

"How do | control what they do? If someone is following me and | get in an
overtake that they don't, they may go faster to catch up but that is their choice.”




RIDEOUT TO THE OAKDENE CAFE, SEPTEMBER 27, 2009

Not being of the Colchester persuasion my rideout started at Thurrock Services.
Got there at around 10:20, quite a few bikes but no sign of the lead Virago with
John and Carol. Much discussion as to where the Oakdene was (bloody Kent
that’'s where — just over the bridge). When | let on that one possible route was
M25, M20, A20, and it’s on the left at the foot of a long downhill. | was nominated
as lead. Looked at my print-out from Google Maps; M25, M20, off at junction 2,
then A20. Put paper away in pannier, fastened the buckles, put on hat and gloves.
In the car looking back at the printout for reassurance is easy; it's on the front
passenger seat. On the bike its stop, gloves off, visor up, bike on side stand, undo
both pannier buckles, and find paper. John Evans just remembers the entire
route, all sub-sets of the route to cover possible diversions and traffic problems
and gets on with it. Now was that M25, M2, Junction 20..................

Led off into the maelstrom of traffic for a right turn at the first roundabout out of the
services, and on to the bridge approach, mirrors showed a long straggle of bikes
behind so kept the speed down despite sign saying that the speed cameras were
out of action. All split up at the tolls so slow up the hill to the A2 junction before
getting back up to motorway speed. On a driving test this would count as “failing
to make adequate progress” but it's not me, it's the bike at the tail end of the line
you have to ride for. Having a 650cc bike | know that keeping up when at the back
can be difficult when the lead is on anything up to 1900 cc doing nearer 80 than
70m ph. (Ed’s note: see article on page 2)

Hats off to John who manages to-do this on a regular basis. Probably a good idea
for all members to take a turn as lead. Both get the hang of it for when John is not
on the rideout; and to get an appreciation of how difficult it is compared with a solo
ride.

Beautiful sunny morning, not much wind or traffic, boring motorway ride, but high
level of concentration required when overtaking. Where is the end of the line, will
we all get past the truck before we get to our exit junction? Off on to the A20, lots
of roundabouts, cars get into the line. Slow off to encourage them to overtake the
rest of us, or speed up to let the rest of the line overtake them? Err on the side of
caution and make a leisurely approach to the café. Park up and then get told that
it's customary for a new lead rider to get the teas and coffees. New rule made up
on the spur of the moment by someone who was financially challenged (tight).




Oh the wonders of a full “standard
breakfast” for only £4.50. Cougar
has to be a silly bugger and order
both a bacon and a roast lamb
sandwich. Both were vast, but as a
Yorkshire man, having paid he has
to eat them.

particularly attracted to a trike made from a first generation Yamaha V-Max. Some
beautiful bits of construction where engineering became art. Purpose made front
fork yokes CNC milled from billet
aluminium to widen the standard forks by
4 inches to fit a Kawasaki rear wheel
which now had a second disk where the
sprocket should be, and to increase the
rake by 7 degrees. Complete one off
rear suspension with four rose-jointed
wishbones, centre mounted springs and
a Ford Sierra differential. With the huge
rear wheels (12 inch wide rims) it made
the trike the width of a Transit; not much & :
good for filtering; but over 120mph where the road was both stralght and wide
enough.

We split up for the ride back, | went to visit relatives in Horley, and the rest went
straight back to Essex. They missed the fun | had giving a few old farts out for a
Sunday trip in the car a Vance & Hines moment in the Dartford tunnel.
